	Art

From Bean to Bar – the story of chocolate

Key skills
Explore and investigate – observe, describe, annotate, build confidence, co-operate, use senses, develop imagination.

Create – develop practical skill, use a range of stimuli, starting points, techniques, materials, media.

Improvise – adapt, improve capability, refine, aim for quality, use initiative, make choices, experiment.

Present – display, communicate, evoke response, awe and wonder, curiosity, joy, respect, question, collect, select.

Evaluate – use art vocab to explain, analyse, appreciate and compare. 

	Text: Magic Paintbrush – links to World Book Day and Chinese New Year.
Read, listen, describe and contrast characters and question/discuss illustrators painting methods.  Draw oval egg shapes.  Experiment: mix tertiary, cocoa colours, practice paint skills.
	Discuss origins of chocolate and past Aztec culture.  Collect, observe and draw Mexican/Aztec artefacts.  Research and record Aztec symbols, patterns and colours in sketchbooks to use as a starting point for Easter egg fabric painting/batik design. 
     


	Discuss artists/designers role in decorating eggs and wraps – Andy Warhol, Faberge.  Make a pattern design on paper.  Discuss demonstration and examples of Chinese batik.
	In small groups use paper guide and paint hot wax design onto fabric – safety rules.  Adult supervision.  When dry, crinkle wax and paint fabric dye over wax.  Describe outcomes.  Compare, evaluate patterns, colour blends.
	Iron out wax.  Select the most interesting part of your batik.  Use an oval template to cut out an egg shape.  Place a piece in sketchbook as record of work.  Display on card – suggest uses eg as an Easter card, mat, wall decoration , mobile, etc.  Add further decoration.
	Make a printing block using thick card and foam.  Select a motif from previous drawings: Aztec pyramid, cacti, snake, volcano, star, sun, rain, feather, eagle symbols.  Know about glyphs which describe the Aztec calendar.
    


	Experiment with printing patterns.  Use a grid, two colours, overlap, sequences, borders: translation, rotation, reflection.  Recognise what a good print is.  How does it differ from a painting?
(may take another lesson)

	Link to numeracy – use this week to consolidate learning on co-ordinates.

What would you want to know?  How would you like to see it presented? Consider font and colour.
	Link to Numeracy and DT – design and create a new packaging for an Easter egg also for own new chocolate bar design.  Which program would be best to use?  What features need to be considered?
Able to use auto shapes to create package, use of annotations, colour, font styles to give a clear, attractive design.
	Link to literacy – advertising product. Use learning so far to create a powerpoint to advertise new chocolate product.  How do we insert a new slide, how can sound and motion effects be included?  Can we set the timer for each slide and whole presentation?
Some children could make a powerpoint on the Aztecs and/or a presentation on the fair-trade debate. 
	Presentation of powerpoints – each class present in the hall to invited guests (admin staff, governors, Later Learning teachers)
Evaluation of the presentations – do they get the message across? What impact do they have on audience? How could they be improved? Act on feedback.
